RE: Support for House Bill 119 and Senate Bill 114 – Gas Pipeline Fairbanks Spur

Dear members of the 34th Alaska Legislature, 

As the most prominent business advocacy organization in Interior Alaska, we write to express our strong support for House Bill 119/Senate Bill 114. This proposed legislation is a pivotal tool for enhancing the way of life and ensuring future survival here in Fairbanks. We are encouraged that the Legislature continues introducing meaningful legislation to enhance affordable energy, a critical area of our focus for 2025.

Since 1919, the Interior has had a need for affordable energy. In accordance with the law that established the Alaska Gasline Development Corporation (AGDC)- HB 369 in the 26th Legislature, “the state’s significant reserves of natural gas should be made available on a priority basis in the state to enhance employment opportunities, expand the state’s economy, and supply a significant portion of community energy needs”, this legislation would ensure the best of options for the citizens of the Interior. The addition of this direct spur line will be a key tool in enhancing the infrastructure that will meet current and future demands for affordable energy in the Interior.

The Fairbanks North Star Borough faces a number of challenges in heating options due to high heating costs and air quality concerns. We are also heavily reliant on imported gas from Chugach which has been forecasted to experience a shortage. Efforts have been made to find a way to lower the costs for energy through other means such as geothermal and biomass heating systems, however FNSB lacks the infrastructure to do so. Many homes switched over to natural gas these past few years but now, the cost has increased to over $10,000 per home. The Chamber supports the development of North Slope natural gas resources, including a pipeline to deliver natural gas for in-state consumption and exports to foreign markets. Additionally, we support the AGDC’s LNG Project and Front End Engineering and Design study to include the lateral connecting pipeline to Fairbanks.

As the second largest city by population in the state, a direct spur line is necessary and essential to provide natural gas to the Interior. Passage of House Bill 119 and Senate Bill 114 will not only promote sustainable economic growth and development in the Interior but will also ensure that all Alaskans are able to directly benefit from the state’s energy assets. We are grateful for propositions aimed at promoting sustainable economic development and urge you to support the passage of House Bill 119/Senate Bill 114.
