DAY 1:     SEATTLE DEPARTURE 
Make your way to your gateway International Airport to check in for your flight to Denpasar. Enjoy inflight meals and services.  
 
DAY 2:    WELCOME TO BALI  
On arrival at Denpasar International Airport, you will be met and transferred to the hotel for check in.  
Overnight in Bali 
 
DAY 3:   THE MAGIC OF NORTHERN BALI – FULL DAY TOUR    (B/-/-)  
Today we take you to the most scenic areas of Pupuan and Antosari, where the morning sunlight is ideal for taking pictures of 
the unique rice terraces. After driving through the highlands where coffee, cacao and lots of different fruits are grown, we 
descend to the north coast. Lovina Beach, the quiet and nice black sand beach area is our next stop. Here will be an opportunity 
for lunch and time to relax before continuing our 230 km route, winding up the mountain with magnificent views on the way 
until we reach about 1,200 meters above sea level where a striking panorama is spread before us. Passing by Lake Buyan and 
Tamblingan allows you to view an area which is the habitat of many species of birds, trees and flowers unseen anywhere else on 

the island. We then stop at Bedugul to visit Lake Bratan, the “Lake of Holy Mountain”, and its floating temple, Ulun Danu. This 
holy site is dedicated to Dewi Danu, the goddess of water. A bit further on, we will make a stop at the local flower and fruit 
market for the opportunity to buy fresh and natural tropical fruits directly from farmers. It’s a long day driving across Bali, but it 
is well worth it to discover the heart of Bali’s impressive natural beauty.

DAY 4:     BALI          (B/-/-) 
After breakfast, spend your day at leisure; relax and enjoy the beach or choose an optional tour, excursion or activities. 
Overnight in Bali 
 
Optional – Beauty of Kintamani– USD 85 / CAD 115 per person on an S.I.C basis 
Bali is famous for its traditional dances. One of them is the famous Barong & Keris dance telling a story from the ancient 
Ramayana. Our first stop during this tour is to enjoy the beauty and graciousness of skillful Balinese dancers. The dance 
expresses the eternal fight between good and evil spirits and ends up with the magical Keris (dagger) dance. We then continue 
to the village of Kemenuh to visit the talented Balinese woodcarving artists in their traditional workshops. You will see how they 
make beautiful statues and art out of a single block of wood. The tour then continues to Kintamani to view the breathtaking 
Lake Batur and the active volcano called Mount Batur (1730 m.). Afterwards visit Tampaksiring ‘The Fountain of Youth” and Holy 
Spring. 
  
DAY 05:  THE EASTERN BALI MYSTIC – FULL RUOT YAD     (B/-/-) 
In the village of Batu Bulan you will be introduced to the fine art of Batik painting. After this interesting visit, we will head to the 
eastern part of Bali, dominated by the towering Mount Agung (3,142 meters). It is Bali’s most sacred and highest volcano and its 
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last eruption was in 1963. Built on one of the volcano’s slopes, the Besakih Temple Complex is the most important and sacred 
temple for the Balinese Hindu community. For this reason, it is known as the “Mother Temple”. At Bukit Jambul, we will stop for 
a refreshing view over the beautiful valley and the opportunity for lunch. On our way through the east of Bali you will discover 
the traditional village of Penglipuran unique for its different social community structure and layout, which dates back to the 16th 
century. On our return we will pay a visit to the Hall of Justice called “Kerta Gosa” in Klungkung, the former capital of Bali.

DAY 06:   BALI         (B/-/-)

elephants roam free in their natural habitat. Experience the typical day-to-day life of the elephants, some of which were 
orphaned or rescued from deforestation. Don't miss the opportunity to touch, hand-feed and take photos with the elephants. 
There will be a live elephant talent show; marvel at the skills and tricks performed and watch as elephants demonstrate their 
painting skills. Break for a delicious buffet lunch before continuing your tour at the park with a visit to the elephant museum and 
elephant discovery information center. After a day full of adventure and discovery, head back to your hotel late in the afternoon 
 

DAY 07:   OLEH – OLEH UBUD SHOPPING TOUR – HALF DAY TOUR  (B/-/-) 
Bali is a shopper’s paradise. If you want to go shopping at all the right places in Bali, then this tour is your way to do it. Look for 
authentic handcrafted souvenirs in the places they are made. Batubulan Village is renowned for its stone carving art. The most 
famous silver and gold craftsmen are found in Celuk Village, while in Ubud you will find many paintings, both in traditional and 
modern style. Drop into one of the many galleries and take a stroll around the city’s art market. Afterward, we take you to 
watch the famous Kecak & Fire Dance, where a group of male dancers will enchant you with an almost hypnotic, trance-like 
performance.

DAY 08:   BALI          (B/-/-) 
After breakfast, spend you day at leisure; relax and enjoy the beach or choose an optional tour, excursion or activities.

Optional - Royal Mengwi Temple, Monkey Forest & Tanah Lot Excursion – USD 75 / CAD 98 per person on an 
S.I.C basis 

Discover Bali's unique cultural heritage and scenic natural surroundings on this full-day tour. Depart from your Bali hotel and 
travel through the Balinese countryside. Stop at the Royal Temple of Mengwi—Pura Taman Ayun—built in honor of past 
ancestors and deities. Wonder at the intricate architectural designs and surrounding landscapes.  Next, visit the Kedaton Monkey 
Forest, a nature reserve and sanctuary for crab eating macaque monkeys. Walk through the lush greenery of the tropical 
rainforest, watch the playful primates as they monkey around and visit the Holy Spring Bathing Temple. Continue to Tanah Lot, 
home of a Balinese Pilgrimage Temple, uniquely located atop a large offshore rock. Explore this religious site and enjoy 
panoramic views of the sun slowly vanishing below the horizon 
 
DAY 09:   DENPASAR – SINGAPORE      (B/-/-) 
Today you will be transferred back to Denpasar International Airport for your flight to Singapore. On arrival at the international 
airport you will be met and transferred to your hotel for check in.

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DAY 10:   SINGAPORE TOUR       (B/-/-) 
This morning after breakfast enjoy a city tour of Singapore. Drive through the civic and colonial districts of the city before 
making a stop at Merlion, an icon symbol of Singapore – a lion headed figure with the body of a fish, to take photos as well as 
to enjoy the view of Marina Bay. Then visit the oldest Chinese temple in Singapore, Thian Hock Kheng. Then enter the district of 
Little India famous for its vibrant colors and the scent of joss sticks, jasmines and spices. The final stop on this tour will be the 
National Orchid Gardens where you be able to see the sprawling displays of different types of orchids. Enjoy the remainder of 
the day at leisure.

DAY 11:   SINGAPORE         (B/-/-) 
Enjoy your day at leisure; perhaps explore Sentosa Island, take a Bumboat ride on the Singapore River, shop along Orchard 
Road, visit the Singapore Botanic Gardens, take in the Singapore National Museum or the Asian Civilization Museum, explore 
Kampong Glam (Malaysian enclave), or enjoy drinks and dining at Clarke Quay, Boat Quay or Robertson Quay.
