A two to
four page summarized document is of sufficient length. Supplemental letters can be attached. The
committee should be able to easily evaluate the achievements as highlighted in the nomination.

4. Nominators may not nominate a family member.

Nominators assume the champion role of the nomination. It is the nominator, and their team of supporters,
that possess the valuable knowledge of the nominee. This role is a vital part of the process. The smooth coor-
dination of the nomination is dependent on the willing participation of friends, family members, neighbors,
and co-workers.
